FACILITIES USE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY AGREEMENT
This Facilities Use and Waiver of Liability Agreement (“Agreement”) is by and between Presbytery of the Cascades, an Oregon non-profit corporation (“Presbytery”) and ______________________________ (“User”), dated effective ________________, 20___.
1. Recitals. Presbytery maintains churches, offices, administrative buildings and other church owned facilities throughout Oregon. User desires to utilize the __________________________ property located at __________________________, _________, Oregon _________ as the venue for __________________________ (the “Facilities”). Presbytery is willing to allow User to use the designated facility for the above purpose in consideration of the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  

2. Facility Use Dates.  Presbytery agrees that User may have access to the Facilities on __________________________ from _______________ a.m./p.m. to _______________ a.m./p.m. Presbytery agrees that User may have access to the Facilities for a reasonable period of time prior to the designated times, to set up for use. User agrees that its access to the Facilities and its activities thereon will not conflict with any other church activities or any other persons or groups using any of Presbytery’s facilities or properties. User agrees to clean up all equipment, supplies and other materials so that after each use no indication of use will be evident.

3. Repair of Facilities and Expenses.  User agrees, at User’s own expense, to make any necessary repairs to the Facilities and to pay for or provide all cleanup of the Facilities after use, if warranted.  User shall pay all expenses incurred in the operation or use of the Facilities.  
4. Waiver of Liability and Indemnification.  In exchange for using the Facilities at no charge, User agrees to waive any and all liability against Presbytery stemming from its use of the Facilities. Further, User agrees to indemnify, defend and hold Presbytery harmless from any and all loss, liability, cost or damages that may occur or be claimed with respect to any person or property on, in, or about the Facilities resulting from any act, omission, negligence or intentional act by User, its employees, agents and invitees. 
5. Insurance. [option 1: User is not an organization] User may be required to maintain liability insurance in a form acceptable to Presbytery, in Presbytery’s sole and absolute discretion. [option 2: User is an organization] Upon Presbytery’s request, User may be required to maintain commercial general liability insurance in an amount no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence including bodily injury, property damage, blanket contractual, fire legal responsibility, and $1,000,000 general aggregate. Said insurance is to be kept in effect from the date of execution of this Agreement until the expiration of the applicable statutes of limitations for personal injury and property damage.  Any policy shall name Presbytery as an additional insured.  Presbytery reserves the right to request proof of insurance in a form acceptable to it, whether that be through a certification of insurance or a copy of the policy itself.  
6. COVID-19. User understands the hazards of the novel coronavirus including any and all subsequent variants or strains (“COVID-19”) and is familiar with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (“CDC”), the Oregon Health Authority (“OHA”) guidelines, the Oregon Governor’s executive orders and guidelines, and the county requirements and guidelines for the county in which the facilities are located (collectively the “Guidelines”) regarding COVID-19. User acknowledges and understands that that the circumstances regarding COVID-19 are changing from day to day and that, accordingly, the Guidelines are regularly modified and updated. User accepts full responsibility for familiarizing itself with the most current Guidelines and agrees to adhere with the Guidelines at all times. User acknowledges that the Guidelines may include social distancing policies, mask wearing requirements, additional sanitary requirements before and after use, vaccination requirements or prohibited activities during any stay at home or county risk level assessment, and User expressly agrees to adhere with any and all requirements, as they may be modified from time to time. User understands that it is using the Facilities with other persons, other groups and organizations and that Presbytery shall not be responsible for sanitizing the Facilities prior to or after User’s use. User, its employees, agents, volunteers and invitees expressly agree to waive any and all liability for the actions of any other groups on Presbytery’s properties related to the Guidelines and COVID-19.
7. Authority.  [option 1: User is not an organization] User represents and warrants that the person signing this Agreement has the actual authority to enter into this Agreement and bind User. [option 2: User is an organization] User represents and warrants that it is validly organized under the laws of the state of Oregon and that the person signing this Agreement on behalf of User has the actual authority to enter into this Agreement and bind User to the terms of this Agreement. 
8. User’s Representations and Warranties. User represents and warrants that it shall cause all persons, employees, volunteers, agents and officers, as well as all of its participants, invitees, spectators, guests and visitors (collectively “Spectators”) to adhere to the Guidelines and to this Agreement at all times. User represents and warrants that it will require all persons, whether Spectators or not and whether employees or not, to sign a similar waiver of liability as outlined in this Agreement prior to using or entering the Facilities. In the event that any persons in User’s group or organization do not sign a liability waiver prior to entering the Facilities, User takes sole responsibility for all persons’ actions in its group, whether that responsibility is financial and otherwise and whether User is organized under the laws of the State of Oregon or not. 
9. Governing Law.  This Agreement is executed in the State of Oregon and is to be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Oregon.  User agrees to be bound by all applicable statutes, Oregon Administrative Regulations, and policies of Presbytery, whether concerning the use of the Facilities, personnel or otherwise.  

10. Waiver.  The waiver by Presbytery of any default on the part of User shall not be a waiver of any subsequent default.   

11. Entire Agreement.  There are no agreements, understandings, or representations between the parties hereto not included herein.  

12. Nonassignment by User.  User shall not assign, transfer or sublet any of its rights under this Agreement.  

13. Cancellation.  Presbytery may cancel this Agreement at any time with notice provided to User in writing.  User may similarly cancel this Agreement at any time with written notice to Presbytery.
